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IMPACT FACTS
· Utilizing a formula created by the US Department of Commerce that measures the dollars needed to create one job from heritage preservation/tourism funds in each state, South Carolina received $5,769,722,428 in total Stimulus funds which created 10,998 jobs.  This means that it took $524,616 of spending to create one job.  The $9,242,850 of federal funds into the South Carolina National Heritage Corridor has created 913 jobs, at a cost of $21,296 per job.  
· Since 1999, over $35 million has been leveraged in the communities of South Carolina through grants and technical assistance.

· The SCNHC has awarded 331 grants totaling over $3.7 million 
2009 IMPACT NUMBERS

· The SCNHC awarded 12 grants to National Register eligible structures and contributed to 36 enhancement projects, 12 of which were “bricks and mortar” projects
· The SCNHC has formalized relationships with 352 partners and 177 informal relationships with partners
· The Corridor and its partners managed 27 educational programs and 1,214 people participated in educational programs
· Over 3,900 volunteer hours were spent on heritage development related programs/projects

· Comprised of 17 counties, over 320 miles in length
